Appliqué Yourself- $25  

Bring your clothing in need of flare!, 2 hours 

 

 
Appliqué is a type of decorative needlework that involves cutting out pieces of one fabric and sewing or otherwise applying them to the surface of 

another fabric.  Bring in clothes you want to spruce up for spring! You can bring any item of clothing including dull shirts, pants, shorts, jeans etc 

and we will give your clothing new life. For example, you could bring in a skirt and add some leaves and decorative ribbon or take a knit top, and add 

add another fabric yolk, patch pockets, or even cut out a pattern and pack it with some lace! This class isnôt just focused towards the ladies either! 

Men- bring those dull t-shirts and make them unique. Patterns, scrap fabric, ribbon and thread will be provided. If you want to add anything else, 

please bring yourself. If you have a sewing machine, please bring it to class. Max 6-8 attendees 

 

 

Alterations and Notions 

$25 Bring some of your clothing in need of alterations, 2 hours 

 
You will learn about zippers, buttons, snaps as well as discuss different methods of altering your own clothing. You will be hands on altering your 

own clothing as well as learning how to use a serger.

Bookbinding

Ever wonder how books are put together?  Do you like doing hand made projects? Than this is the workshop for you! You will learn basic hard 

bound book binding. And you will leave the class with a 3 1/2x5 1/2ò sketchbook that you made! Bring two pieces of decorative 6x8 inch scrap paper

part 1 and 2- $30 for two classes or $25 for an afternoon  

 
Take two workshops or just one afternoon learning basic calligraphy (chancery cursive). This class is two one-hour sessions. Day one of the 

workshop you will learn basics and lettering. Day two of the workshop you will inscribe a poem to be bottled up. Already know basic calligraphy? 

You may also learn Old English calligraphy. Your instructor, Gary Edmiston, has 30 years of experience in calligraphy and graphic design and he is 

eager to get you started in the art of writing beautifully.

Charcoal Drawing- 

$25 dollars and $3 dollar material fee (or bring your own materials) 

 
 This class will help students learn about light and value through the fun and exciting medium of charcoal. Students will see how light shapes what 

we see and how we see it. A charcoal still life will be drawn using glass objects (cups, mugs, bowls) of your choice as models. You may bring in 

your favorite piece of clear glassware to create a still life or use the ceramic objects and fabric that will be provided. Also, sparkling cider will be 

provided to drink as we discuss our drawings at the end of class. Max attendees 8-10 

 

 

Close to The Heart Charm  

$25 dollars, 2 hours 

 
POWER TOOLS ARE USED IN THIS CLASS!! This class got its name because you can put a fun spunky image on one side and flip your charm over 

and have a personal picture that you want to keep close to your heart! You will create two soldered glass charms. We recommend that you bring a 

small picture that you want to keep close to your heart! Please keep your pictures smaller than a quarter and bring a few so that you can play with the 

sizes. You may also bring along fabrics, patterns, foils etc that you would like to encase in your small collage charm. I will have a selection of fun 

ones to choose from as well.  This class recieved RAVE reviews from past participants! It will make you want to go out and buy a soldering iron and 

make more!

Embroidery With Becky- 

$25 dollars plus bring a pillow case, 2 hours 

 
 

Learn the versatile art of embroidery and spruce up a pillowcase or two in the process! You will learn and practice several basic hand embroidery 

stitches, and then embellish an old pillowcase using those stitching skills in a design of your creation. Bring a new or used pillowcase (or a pair- 

although you may have to finish the second one at home), preferably fairly plain, and with at least a 3 inch wide hem or cuff at the opening. Also, 

before the class, sketch out or assemble a few design ideas to put on your pillowcase(s). If you want to use any letters and donôt want to freestyle 

them, print out a few from a computer word program and bring them along as well. Also bring your bifocals or reading glasses if you need them to 

see close-up! Everything else youôll need will be provided and Iôll also have a yummy dessert for us to enjoy!  In this class we are specifically 

embroidering pillowcases, but once you learn the basic techniques, if you can stick a needle through it you can embroider it! Max attendees 6 

 

 

 

Greeting Card Techniques 

$25 including 3 greeting cards and materials, 2 hours 

  
Julie Snyder is a skilled greeting card designer who has been teaching card making classes at our shop for a year now. Along with the Iris Folding 

technique, she also offers over 20 other techniques such as waxing, brayer, corrugator, deckle, dry embossing, eyelets, gel cards, glittering, heat 

embossing, masking, mousse, omitting, paint chip sampling, retro, confetti shaker cards, reverse spotlighting, sponge and even a shaving cream 

technique. Yes I said shaving cream! Get a group together and choose 2 techniques and make 3 cards each! Max attendees 6

Learn how to create gorgeous, fun, 

and funky cards for all occasions using recycled paper products. Iris Folding Cards originated in Holland. The technique involves placing color 

coordinated strips of folded paper over a pattern. The spiraling design resembles the iris of an eye or camera. It is fun, easy and makes a fabulous 

card! Cards are made from granola bar wrappers, magazine pages, paint samples, paper ream wrappers, potato chip bags, tissue boxes, water bottle 

labels and even wallpaper samples. Get a group together and you may be eligible for a discount group rate! Max attendees 8 

 

Knitting 101 part 1

Introduction to the world of knitting! Learn about different types of yarn, how to read a yarn skein, what needles to buy, what needles are offered,

class you will have mastered the techniques and will know which one is the technique for you.  Max attendees 6

  Screen Printing on the Cheap  

$20 per person, 2.5 Hours 

 
Materials:  

~One t-shirt, bag, or cotton item to screen print. Must be flat cotton, not ribbed! 

~One basic traceable design 

 

Ever seen a design that you would like on a t-shirt? Or need a logo for your group of friends (or just you!)? Do you want it made but you donôt want 

to pay Café Press money for it? Then come learn how to do it yourself! This class teaches an easy and fun technique that can be used to create a 

reusable screen printing pattern.  Once you have the technique down you can use it over and over again to add a bit of personal style to your 

wardrobe.  Max 6 attendees 

 

Wax on Dye off! (Batik) :  

$25 per person, 2.5 Hours 

 
Materials 

 ~White or cream cotton, silk, or linen. Please make sure that it is a natural fabric and has been prewashed! Can be a t-shirt, scarf, skirt, etc. . 

Please make sure it is plain with no other patterns on it! 

 ~A simple traceable design  

 

Batik is a wax resistant dying technique. In this class you will learn how the wax is prepared and how to apply it to the fabric. There will be a few 

different colors to choose from when it comes time to dye. Batik can be used to spruce up plain tote bags and old linen shirts. You can make fun 

scarves or pillow cases to add a little exotic flair to your bedroom! Max 6 attendees 

 

 

 

Urban Survival
